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What is God’s Power?
God’s power is limitless

• Israelites get meat!  Numbers 11: 23
• 2 Timothy 1: 7

Is God’s Power available to us?
Yes!

• Philippians 4: 13

Matthew 14: 22-36 (Jesus & Peter walk on water)

1 - Jesus made his power available to Peter when he got off the 
boat.  The other disciples never got to experience this power.
• You can live a powerless Christian life, but why not reach for all 

that God has available.
• Acts 1: 8
• Ephesians 3: 20-23

2 - Peter was a flawed man.
• God just needs our obedience

• 2 Corinthians 12: 9-10

• God’s power is available for our everyday lives.

How to get and keep God’s power.
1 - Keep your focus on God!

•Hebrews 12: 1-3

2 - Develop a relationship with God.
• When we are in a relationship with God, we have the same 

power available to us that raised Jesus Christ from the grave.
• Ephesians 1: 15-21

2 - Talk for a minute about what God’s power means to you.  How 
would you define His power?  In what ways have you seen His 
power in your or others lives?

3 - What do you think your response would have been if you were 
on the boat that night with Peter and the disciples?  Would you 
have gotten off or would you have stayed on the boat?  Why or why 
not?

4 - Talk about the fact that God just needs our obedience.  Have 
you thought that you needed to be perfect before you were used by 
God?  What are some things God is calling you to do that you need 
to be obedient in?

5 -Talk about how God’s power is available to us in our everyday 
lives, how does or should this impact the way you live?  

6 - What do you need to do to see God’s power in your own life?
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
